This work is the culmination of a project to build a computer controlled cutting machine from its kit of parts into a working machine; then to push it to its limit to create a representation of my pen and ink drawings. The supporting stand experiments with glued laminated beam structures and their inherent strength and ability to hold a curved shape despite their relatively small size.
